SUBJECT: Photo Enforcement Program.

RECOMMENDATION:

Allow expiration of the RedFlex contract on May 27, 2014, and direct the City's Traffic
Safety Committee to conduct a comprehensive review of the Grand/Amar intersection.

BACKGROUND:

The City’s Photo Enforcement Program was approved by the City Council on August 9,
2006 and was implemented at the southbound Grand Avenue at Amar Road and
eastbound Amar Road at Grand Avenue approaches. The program went live in January
2007 with an initial 30-day warning period, then full enforcement thereafter.

The contract was adjusted in February 2009 with an expiration date of February 27,
2014. At its meeting on January 8, 2014, the Council extended the contract with
RedFlex for three (3) months to May 27, 2014 (Attachment 1), and directed Staff to
return with more information and analysis, including signal timing (Attachment 2). As
indicated on January 8, 2014, the contract does not have a roll-over provision, which
means that if the contract were to expire, RedFlex would remove the equipment, and
the program would terminate.

STAFF ANALYSIS:

The program produces digital photographic and digital video evidence of vehicles
illegally running red lights. Two detection loops are installed under each monitored lane
of travel. The system can detect a vehicle prior to crossing the limit line, and due to the
distance between the loops, the system is able to determine the speed of the vehicle.
Activation only occurs when a: vehicle is detected entering the intersection after the
traffic signal has turngd red. ' MAY 14, 2014
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The program complies with 21455.5(a), Traffic Signal Automated Enforcement
Photographic Records, of the California Vehicle Code (C.V.C.). The intersection is
clearly identified with signs, which are visible to traffic approaching the intersection. The
citations issued are based off of 21453(a), Circular Red or Red Arrow of the C.V.C.

The photo enforcement program is a tool utilized to monitor vehicular and pedestrian
safety, while maintaining traffic flow at the intersection at Grand Avenue/Amar Road.

The following tables show the amount of accidents at the intersection prior to the Photo
Enforcement Program (2000-2006), and after (2007-2014):

Sheriff’'s Department/Traffic Engineer Review

It is anticipated that removal of the cameras would necessitate frequent patrol of the
subject intersection and a comprehensive review of the Grand/Amar intersection by the
City's Traffic Safety Committee, to provide alternative methods for maintaining vehicular
and pedestrian safety at the subject intersection.
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Aside from the primary use of the camera system, the Sheriff's Department has also
indicated that the cameras have been utilized in helping to identify suspects and
vehicles wanted in non-traffic related crimes.

Soon after the implementation of the Photo Enforcement Program, the City completed
comprehensive improvements to the Grand Avenue and Amar Road intersection,
including the construction of additional thru lanes and left-turn lanes, as well as the
installation of dedicated right-turn lanes. All of these improvements positively impacted
the vehicle traffic flow at the intersection. Motorists no longer wait through two (2) and
three (3) cycles to negotiate the intersection; now they can pass through the intersection
on the first cycle. This improved efficiency of the vehicles entering and exiting the
intersection.

Citation Review

The City currently utilizes a Law Enforcement Technician (LET), under contract with the
Los Angeles County Sheriff's Department, to review the alleged violations and to
process the citations accordingly. In addition to issuing the citations, the LET attends
court proceedings if and when alleged violators wish to challenge the citations.

The RedFlex Customer Management Reports (Attachment 4), which detail the number
of citations issued by month, is attached for Council review. For calendar year 2013, the
City issued 5,053 citations to alleged violators. Of these citations, 4,368 (88.5%) were
issued to residents who live outside the City of Walnut.

The City of Walnut has no authority to sef red light violation ticket costs. Additionally, the
cost of the ticket for running a red light is the same regardless if the Photo Enforcement
System issues the citation or an actual deputy. '

FiScAL IMPACT:

The annual cost to operate the City's Photo Enforcement Program is $141,116.
$140,016 is the annual cost to RedFlex and $1,100 is provided for annual training for
the LET. The LET position funded by the COPS Grant and does not come from General
Fund sources.

RELATION TO MISSION STATEMENT:

We will enhance civic pride by promoting public safety.

EXCLUSIVE AGREELAENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF WALNUT CALIFORNIA
AND REDFLEX TRAFFIC SYSTEMS, INC. FOR
PHOTO RED LIGHT ENFORCEMENT PROGRAM

This Agreement (this “Agreement”) is made as of this 27 day of February, 2009 by and between
Redflex Traffic Systems, Inc. with offices at 23751 N 23rd Avenue, Suite 150, Phoenix, AZ 85085-1854
(“Redflex™), and The City of Walnut, a municipal corporation, with offices at 21201 La Puente Road,
Walnut, CA 91789-2018 (the “Customer”).

RECITALS
WHEREAS, Redflex has exclusive knowledge, possession and ownership of certain equipment, licenses,
applications, and citation processes related to digital photo red light enforcement systems; and

WHEREAS, the Customer desires to engage the services of Redflex to provide certain equipment, processes
and back office services so that Authorized Employees of the Customer are able to monitor, identify and
enforce red light running violations; and

WHEREAS, it is a mutual objective of both Redflex and the Customer to reduce the incidence of vehicle
collisions at the traffic intersections and city streets that will be monitored pursuant to the terms of this

Agreement.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein, and for other valuable
consideration received, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as
follows: ' ' '

AGREEMENT

1. DEFINITIONS. In this Agreement, the words and phrases below shall have the following meanings:

1.1. “Authorized Employee” means the Project Manager or such other individual(s) as the Customer
shall designate to review Potential Violations and to authorize the Issuance of Citations in respect
thereto,

1.2. “Authorized Violation” means each Potential Violation in the Violation Data for which authorization
to issue a citation in the form of an Electronic Signature is given by the Authorized Employee by
using the Redflex System.

1.3. “Citation™ means the notice of a Violation, which is mailed or otherwise delivered by Redflex to the
violator on the appropriate Enforcement Documentation in respect of each Authorized Violation,

1.4. “Confidential or Private Information” means, with respect to any Person, any information, matter or
thing of a secret, confidential or private nature, whether or not so labeled, which is connected with
such Person’s business or methods of operation or concerning any of such Person’s suppliers,
licensors, licensees, customers or others with whom such Person has a business relationship, and
which has current or potential value to such Person or the unauthorized disclosure of which could be
detrimental to such Person, including but not limited to:

1.4.1. Matters of a business nature, including but not limited to information relating to development
plans, costs, finances, marketing plans, data, procedures, business opportunities, marketing
methods, plans and strategies, the costs of construction, installation, materials or componeunts,
the prices such Person obtains or has obtained from its clients or customers, or at which such
Person sells or has sold its services; and

1.4.2. Matters of a technical nature, including but not limited to product information, trade secrets,
know-how, formulae, innovations, inventions, devices, discoveries, techniques, formats,
processes, methods, specifications, designs, patterns, schematics, data, access or security codes,
compilations of information, test results and rescarch and development projects. For purposes
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of this Agreement, the term “trade secrets” shall mean the broadest and most inclusive
interpretation of trade secrets.

1.4.3. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Confidential Information will not include information that:
(i) was generally available to the public or otherwise part of the public domain at the time of its
disclosure, (ii) became generally available to the public or otherwise part of the public domain
after its disclosure and other than through any act or omission by any party hereto in breach of
this Agreement, (ili) was subsequently lawfully disclosed to the disclosing party by a person
other than a party hereto, (iv) was required by a court of competent jurisdiction to be described,
or (v) was required by applicable state law to be described.

1.11. “Governmental Authority” means any domestic or foreign government, governmental
authority, court, tribunal, agency or other regulatory, administrative or judicial agency, commission

or organization, and any subdivision, branch ‘or department of any of the foregoing.

1.12. “Installgtion Date of the Photo Red Light Program” means the date on which Redflex

completes the construction and installation of at least one (1) Intersection Approach in accordance
with the terms of this Agreement so that such Intersection Approach is operational for the purposes
of functioning with the Redlight Photo Enforcement Program.,

1.13. “Intellectual Property” means, with respect to any Person, any and all now known or
hereafter known tangible and intangible (a) rights associated with works of authorship throughout
the world, including but not limited to copyrights, moral rights and mask-works, (b) trademark and
trade name rights and similar rights, (c) trade secrets rights, (d) patents, designs, algorithms and
other industrial property rights, (e) all other intellectual and industrial property rights (of every kind
and nature throughout the univérse and however designated), whether arising by operation of law,
contract, license, or otherwise; and (f) all registrations, initial applications, renewals, extensions,
continuations, divisions or reissues hereof now or hereafter in force (including any rights in any of

1.14, “Operational Period” means the period of time during the Term, commencing on the
Installation Date, during which the Photo Red Light Enforcement Program is functional in order to
permit the issuance of Citations using the Redflex System, '

corporation, legal entity or other business association. .

1.16. “Project Manager™ means the project manager appointed by the Customer in accordance with
this Agreement, which shall be an Authorized Employee and shall be responsible for overseeing the
installation of the Intersection Approaches and the implementation of the Redlight Photo
Enforcement Program, and which manager shall have the power and authority to make management
decisions relating to the Customer’s obligations pursuant to this Agreement, including but not
limited to change order authorizations, subject to any limitations set forth in the Customer’s charter
or other organizational documents of the Customer or by the city counsel or other governing body of

the Customer.
1.17. “Potential Violation™ means, with respect to any motor vehicle passing through a Designated
Intersection Approach, the data collected by the Redflex System with respect to such motor vehicle,
which data shall be processed by the Redflex System for the purposes of allowing the Authorized
Employee to review such data and determine whether a Red Light Violation has occurred.
1.18. “Proprietary Property” means, with respect to any Person, any written or tangible property
owned or used by such Person in connection with such Person’s business, whether or not such
property is copyrightable or also qualifies as Confidential Information, including without limitation
products, samples, equipment, files, lists, books, notebooks, records, documents, memoranda,
reports, patterns, schematics, compilations, designs, drawings, data, test results, contracts,
agreements, literature, correspondence, spread sheets, computer programs and software, computer
print outs, other written and graphic records and the like, whether originals, copies, duplicates or
summaries thereof, affecting or relating to:the business of such Person, financial statements, budgets,
projections and invoices. :

1.21. ‘Redflex System” means, collectively, the Salus™ and/or SMARTcam™ System, the
SMARTSscene™ System, and all of the other equipment, applications, cameras, sensors, components,
motor vehicles and other tangible and intangible property relating thereto, to enable Redflex to
enforce a minimum of one lane of travel at a designated location. The SMARTops™ System, the
Photo Enforcement Program, and all of the other equipment, applications, back office processes,
servers, off-site backup systems, software and other tangible and intangible property relating thereto.

1.22. “Photo Red Light Enforcement Program” means the process by which the monitoring,

identification and enforcement of Violations is facilitated by the use of certain equipment,

applications and back office processes of Redflex, including but not limited to cameras, flashes,
central processing units, signal controller’ interfaces and sensor arrays which, collectively, are
capable of measuring Violationis and recording such Violation data in the form of photographic

images of motor vehicles.
1.23, “Photo Redlight Violation Criteria” means ‘the standards and criteria by which Potential

Violations will be evaluated by Authorized Employees of the Customer, which standards and criteria
shall include, but are not limited to, the duration of time that a traffic light must remain red prior to a
Violation being deemed to have occurred, and the location(s) in an intersection which a motor
vehicle must pass during a red light signal prior to being deemed to have committed a Violation, all
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of which shall be in compliance with all applicable laws, rules and regulations of Governmental
Authorities. Should physical criteria change which requires additional modification to the Photo
Red Light Enforcement System or its detection equipment, any costs incurred is the responsibility of
the customer.

1.25. “SMARTcam™ System” means the proprietary software system that controls the photo
enforcement system of Redflex relating to the Photo Enforcement Program.

1.26. “Salus™ System” means the proprietary software system that controls the photo enforcement
system of Redflex relating to the Photo Enforcement Program.

1.27. “REDFLEXred™ System” means the proprictary digital redlight photo enforcement system

of Redflex relating to the Photo Red Light Enforcement Program.

2. TERM. The term of this Agreement shall commence as of the date hereof and shall continue for a
period of five (5) years after the date this agreement is executed by all parties. The Customer shall
have the right, but not the obligation, to extend the term of this Agreement for up to two (2) additional
consecutive and automatic two (2) year periods following the expiration of the Initial Term (each, a
“Renewal Term” and collectively with the Initial Term, the “Term”). The Customer may exercise the
right to extend the term of this Agreement for a Renewal Term by providing written notice to Redflex not
less than thirty (30) days prior to the last day of the Initial Term or the Renewal Term, as the case may
be. ' .

3. SERVICES. Redflex shall provide the Photo Red Light Enforcement Program to the Customer, in each
case in accordance with the terms and provisions set forth in this Agreement.

3.1. INSTALLATION.  With respect to the construction and installation of (1) the Designated
Intersection Approaches and the installation of the Redflex System at such Designated Intersection
Approaches, the Customer and Redflex shall have the respective rights and obligations set forth on
Exhibit B attached hereto. -

3.2. MAINTENANCE.  With respect to the maintenance of the Redflex System at the Designated
Intersection Approaches the Customer and Redflex shall have the respective rights and obligations
set forth on Exhibit C attached hereto.

3.3. VIOLATION PROCESSING. During the Operational Period, Violations shall be processed as

3.3.5. The Customer shall cause the Authorized Employee to review the Violations Data and to
determine whether & citation shall be issued with respect to each Potential Violation captured
within such Violation Data, and transmit each such determination in the form of an Electronic
Signature to Redflex using the software or other applications or procedures provided by Redflex
on the Redflex System for such purpose, and REDFLEX HEREBY ACKNOWLEDGES AND
AGREES THAT THE DECISION TO ISSUE A CITATION SHALL BE THE SOLE,
UNILATERAL AND EXCLUSIVE DECISION OF THE AUTHORIZED EMPLOYEE AND
SHALL BE MADE IN SUCH AUTHORIZED EMPLOYEE’S SOLE DISCRETION (A

Per your request, our office has reviewed the yellow timing intervals for the
north (southbound traffic) and west (eastbound traffic) approaches to the
intersection of Grand Avenue at Amar Road/Temple Avenue. This review was
done for the purposes of certifying the yellow timing intervals for use of the
automated red-light enforcement being supplied by Reflex Traffic Systems.

The intersection was observed on February 26, 2014. The traffic signal
controller’s output to the vehicle signal indications were observed and compared
to the timing sheet for the traffic signal controller located in the controller
cabinet at the intersection. The comparison yielded a match for the yellow
timing interval between the timing sheet and the output to the vehicle signal
indications.

The yellow timing interval for each phase on the north and west approaches to
the intersection were then compared with the Califorma Manual of Uniform
Traffic Control Devices, 2012 Edition.

The results of the field observations and analysis of the yellow timing interval for
the north and west approach phases are summarized below.
